The latest in a series of Interfaith Dialogues was 
held in the auditorium of St Mary’s Campus - All 
Saints College, Maitland, on Thursday 19 July.  
The audience included members of our region’s 
Islamic Community and, about equal numbers of 
Anglican and Catholic laypeople from Newcastle 
and the Chisolm  Region. The event was arranged 
by the MN Diocesan Ecumenical and Interfaith 
Council of which Christine and Warren Sheppard 
are active members. Speaking of the role and 
significance of ‘Mary the Mother of the Lord’, 
members of the panel revealed the similarity of 
Mary as revered by the three denominations. 
Shaikh Mohammed Hamed of the Newcastle 
Islamic Centre and Farooq Ahmed Rah who is 
Islamic Chaplain to Newcastle University, described the Mary found 
frequently in the Holy Koran. The remaining panel members, Bishops 
Peter Stuart and Bill Wright then spoke of the Anglican and Catholic 
understandings of Mary. Though known by different names, the Mother 
of God is revered and honoured, as the foremost example of all the 
virtues; to be imitated by women and men of all three religions. The 
next such Interfaith Forum is set for 13 September, at the Islamic 
Centre in Victoria Street, Mayfield.

FIRST READING  Jer 23:1-6 

A reading from the prophet Jeremiah 

‘Doom for the shepherds who allow the flock of my 
pasture to be destroyed and scattered – it is the 
Lord who speaks! This, therefore, is what the 
Lord, the God of Israel, says about the shepherds 
in charge of my people: You have let my flock be 
scattered and go wandering and have not taken 
care of them. Right, I will take care of you for your 
misdeeds – it is the Lord who speaks! But the 
remnant of my flock I myself will gather from all 
the countries where I have dispersed them, and 
will bring them back to their pastures: they shall 
be fruitful and increase in numbers. I will raise up 
shepherds to look after them and pasture them; 
no fear, no terror for them any more; not one shall 
be lost – it is the Lord who speaks!

For he is the peace between us, and has made the 
two into one and broken down the barrier which used 
to keep them apart, actually destroying in his own 
person the hostility caused by the rules and decrees 
of the Law. This was to create one single New Man in 
himself out of the two of them and by restoring peace 
through the cross, to unite them both in a single Body 
and reconcile them with God. In his own person he 
killed the hostility. Later he came to bring the good 
news of peace, peace to you who were far away and 
peace to those who were near at hand. Through him, 
both of us have in the one Spirit our way to come to 
the Father.
